(Cap. 25: PG 11, 495-499)

Your kingdom come

The kingdom of God, in the words of our Lord and Savior, does not come for all to see; nor shall they say: Behold, here it
is, or behold, there it is; but the kingdom of God is within us, for the word of God is very near, in our mouth and in our
heart. Thus it is clear that he who prays for the coming of God’s kingdom prays rightly to have it within himself, that there
it might grow and bear fruit and become perfect. For God reigns in each of his holy ones. Anyone who is holy obeys the
spiritual laws of God, who dwells in him as in a well-ordered city. The Father is present in the perfect soul, and with him
Christ reigns, according to the words: We shall come to him and make our home with him.

Thus the kingdom of God within us, as we continue to make progress, will reach its highest point when the Apostle’s
words are fulfilled, and Christ, having subjected all his enemies to himself, will hand over his kingdom to God the Father,
that God may be all in all. Therefore, let us pray unceasingly with that disposition of soul which the Word may make
divine, saying to our Father who is in heaven: Hallowed be your name; your kingdom come.

Note this too about the kingdom of God. It is not a sharing of justice with iniquity, nor a society of light with darkness, nor
a meeting of Christ with Belial. The kingdom of God cannot exist alongside the reign of sin.

Therefore, if we wish God to reign in us, in no way should sin reign in our mortal body; rather we should mortify our
members which are upon the earth and bear fruit in the Spirit. There should be in us a kind of spiritual paradise where
God may walk and be our sole ruler with his Christ. In us the Lord will sit at the right hand of that spiritual power which we
wish to receive. And he will sit there until all his enemies who are within us become his footstool, and every principality,
power and virtue in us is cast out.

All this can happen in each one of us, and the last enemy, death, can be destroyed; then Christ will say in us: O death,
where is your sting? O hell, where is your victory? And so what is corruptible in us must be clothed with holiness and
incorruptibility; and what is mortal must be clothed, now that death has been conquered, in the Father’s immortality.
Then God will reign in us, and we shall enjoy even now the blessings of rebirth and resurrection.

VENGA TU REINO

Si, como dice nuestro Sefior y Salvador, el reino de Dios no ha de venir espectacularmente, ni dirdn: «Vedlo aqui o vedlo
alli», sino que el reino de Dios esta dentro de nosotros, pues cerca esté la palabra, en nuestra boca y en nuestro corazén,
sin duda cuando pedimos que venga el reino de Dios lo que pedimos es que este reino de Dios, que esta dentro de
nosotros, salga afuera, produzca fruto y se vaya perfeccionando. Efectivamente, Dios reina ya en cada uno de los santos,
ya que éstos se someten a su ley espiritual, y asi Dios habita en ellos como en una ciudad bien gobernada. En el alma
perfecta esta presente el Padre, y Cristo reina en ella junto con el Padre, de acuerdo con aquellas palabras del Evangelio:
Vendremos a fijar en él nuestra morada. Este reino de Dios que esta dentro de nosotros llegard, con nuestra cooperacion,
a su plena perfeccion cuando se realice lo que dice el Apdstol, esto es, cuando Cristo, una vez sometidos a él todos sus
enemigos, entregue el reino a Dios Padre, para que Dios sea todo en todo. Por esto, rogando incesantemente con aquella
actitud interior que se hace divina por la accion del Verbo, digamos a nuestro Padre que esta en los cielos: Santificado
sea tu nombre, venga tu reino.

Con respecto al reino de Dios, hay que tener también esto en cuenta: del mismo modo que no tiene que ver la
justificacién con la impiedad, ni hay nada de comun entre la luz y las tinieblas, ni puede haber armonia entre Cristo y
Belial, asi tampoco pueden coexistir el reino de Dios y el reino del pecado.

Por consiguiente, si queremos que Dios reine en nosotros, procuremos que de ningun modo continue el pecado reinando
en nuestro cuerpo mortal, antes bien, mortifiqguemos las pasiones de nuestro hombre terrenal y fructifiquemos por el
Espiritu; de este modo Dios se paseard por nuestro interior como por un paraiso espiritual y reinara en nosotros él solo
con su Cristo, el cual se sentara en nosotros a la derecha de aquella virtud espiritual que deseamos alcanzar: se sentara
hasta que todos sus enemigos que hay en nosotros sean puestos por estrado de sus pies, y sean reducidos a la nada en
nosotros todos los principados, todos los poderes y todas las fuerzas. Todo esto puede realizarse en cada uno de
nosotros, y el ultimo enemigo, la muerte, puede ser reducido a la nada, de modo que Cristo diga también en nosotros:
¢:Donde esta, muerte, tu victoria? ;Donde estd, muerte, tu aguijon? Ya desde ahora este nuestro ser, corruptible, debe
revestirse de santidad y de incorrupcion, y este nuestro ser, mortal, debe revestirse de la inmortalidad del Padre,
después de haber reducido a la nada el poder de la muerte, para que asi, reinando Dios en nosotros, comencemos ya a
disfrutar de los bienes de la regeneracion y de la resurreccion.
