III. THE HOLY TRINITY IN THE TEACHING OF THE FAITH

The formation of the Trinitarian dogma

The doctrine of the Holy Trinity has been foundational to the Church's faith

from its inception, especially through the practice of Baptism. This belief is

expressed in the Church's teachings, prayers, and catechesis, with early

formulations found in the apostolic writings. One example is the Eucharistic

liturgy's salutation: "The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God

and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all," which encapsulates the

Trinitarian understanding of God.

In the early centuries of the Church, efforts were made to clarify and define

the faith in the Trinity. This was not only to deepen the Church’s

understanding but also to protect it from heresies and misunderstandings.

These clarifications were achieved through the work of the early councils and

the theological contributions of the Church Fathers, supported by the faith

and convictions of the Christian community.

To express the mystery of the Trinity, the Church developed new theological

language based on philosophical terms such as "substance," "person,"

"hypostasis," and "relation." These terms were not intended to reduce the

mystery of God to human logic, but rather to provide precise language that

reflects the profound and ineffable nature of the Trinity. "Substance" is used

to describe the divine essence, "person" or "hypostasis" refers to the distinct

persons of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, and "relation" signifies the

connections between them, highlighting the unique relationship that defines

their distinction.

III. LA SANTÍSIMA TRINIDAD EN LA ENSEÑANZA DE LA FE

La formación del dogma trinitario

La doctrina de la Santísima Trinidad ha sido fundamental para la fe de la

Iglesia desde sus inicios, especialmente a través de la práctica del Bautismo.

Esta creencia se expresa en las enseñanzas, oraciones y catequesis de la

Iglesia, con formulaciones tempranas encontradas en los escritos

apostólicos. Un ejemplo de ello es la salutación de la liturgia eucarística: 'La

gracia del Señor Jesucristo, el amor de Dios y la comunión del Espíritu Santo

estén con todos ustedes,' que encapsula la comprensión trinitaria de Dios.

En los primeros siglos de la Iglesia, se hicieron esfuerzos para aclarar y definir

la fe en la Trinidad. Esto no solo buscaba profundizar en la comprensión de la

Iglesia, sino también protegerla de herejías y malentendidos. Estas

aclaraciones se lograron a través del trabajo de los primeros concilios y las

contribuciones teológicas de los Padres de la Iglesia, apoyados por la fe y las

convicciones de la comunidad cristiana.

Para expresar el misterio de la Trinidad, la Iglesia desarrolló un nuevo

lenguaje teológico basado en términos filosóficos como 'sustancia', 'persona',

'hipóstasis' y 'relación'. Estos términos no tenían la intención de reducir el

misterio de Dios a la lógica humana, sino de proporcionar un lenguaje

preciso que reflejara la naturaleza profunda e inefable de la Trinidad.

'Sustancia' se usa para describir la esencia divina, 'persona' o 'hipóstasis' se

refiere a las personas distintas del Padre, el Hijo y el Espíritu Santo, y

'relación' significa las conexiones entre ellas, destacando la relación única

que define su distinción.
