From the pastoral constitution on the Church in the modern world of the Second Vatican Council (Gaudium et spes, n. 78)
The promotion of peace

Peace is not the mere absence of war or the simple maintenance of a balance of power between forces, nor can it be imposed at
the dictate of absolute power. It is called, rightly and properly, a work of justice. It is the product of order, the order implanted
in human society by its divine founder, to be realized in practice as men hunger and thirst for ever more perfect justice.

The common good of the human race is subject to the eternal law as its primary principle, but its requirements in practice keep
changing with the passage of time. The result is that peace is never established finally and for ever; the building up of peace has
to go on all the time. Again, the human will is weak and wounded by sin; the search for peace therefore demands from each
individual constant control of the passions, and from legitimate authority untiring vigilance.

Even this is not enough. Peace here on earth cannot be maintained unless the good of the human person is safeguarded, and
men are willing to trust each other and share their riches of spirit and talent. If peace is to be established it is absolutely
necessary to have a firm determination to respect other persons and peoples and their dignity, and to be zealous in the practice
of brotherhood.

Peace is therefore the fruit also of love; love goes beyond what justice can achieve. Peace on earth, born of love for one’s
neighbor, is the sign and the effect of the peace of Christ that flows from God the Father. In his own person the incarnate Son,
the Prince of Peace, reconciled all men to God through his death on the cross. In his human nature he destroyed hatred and
restored unity to all mankind in one people and one body. Raised on high by the resurrection, he sent the Spirit of love into the
hearts of men.

All Christians are thus urgently summoned to live the truth in love, and to join all true peacemakers in prayer and

work for peace. Moved by the same spirit, we cannot but praise those who renounce violence in defense of rights,
and have recourse to means of defense otherwise available to the less powerful as well, provided that this can be
done without injury to the rights and obligations of others or of the community.

NATURALEZA DE LA PAZ

La paz no consiste en una mera ausencia de guerra ni se reduce a asegurar el equilibrio de las distintas fuerzas contrarias ni
nace del dominio despdtico, sino que, con razon, se define como obra de la justicia. Ella es como el fruto de aquel orden que el
Creador quiso establecer en la sociedad humanay que debe irse perfeccionando sin cesar por medio del esfuerzo de aquellos
hombres que aspiran a implantar en el mundo una justicia cada vez mas plena.

En efecto, aunque fundamentalmente el bien comun del género humano depende de la ley eterna, en sus exigencias concretas
estd, con todo, sometido a las continuas transformaciones ocasionadas por la evolucién de los tiempos; la paz no es nunca algo
adquirido de una vez para siempre, sino que es preciso irla construyendo y edificando cada dia. Como ademas la voluntad
humana es fragil y estd herida por el pecado, el mantenimiento de la paz requiere que cada uno se esfuerce constantemente
por dominar sus pasiones, y exige de la autoridad legitima una constante vigilancia.

Y todo esto es aun insuficiente. La paz de la que hablamos no puede obtenerse en este mundo, si no se garantiza el bien de cada
una de las personas y si los hombres no saben comunicarse entre si espontdneamente y con confianza las riquezas de su
espiritu y de su talento. La firme voluntad de respetar la dignidad de los otros hombres y pueblos y el solicito ejercicio de la
fraternidad son algo absolutamente imprescindible para construir la verdadera paz. Por ello, puede decirse que la paz es
también fruto del amor, que supera los limites de lo que exige la simple justicia.

La paz terrestre nace del amor al préjimo, y es como la imagen y el efecto de aquella paz de Cristo, que procede de Dios Padre.
En efecto, el mismo Hijo encarnado, principe de la paz, ha reconciliado por su cruz a todos los hombres con Dios,
reconstruyendo la unidad de todos en un solo pueblo y en un solo cuerpo. Asi ha dado muerte en su propia carne al odioy,
después del triunfo de su resurreccion, ha derramado su Espiritu de amor en el corazén de los hombres.

Por esta razén, todos los cristianos quedan vivamente invitados a que, realizando la verdad en el amor, se unan a aquellos
hombres que, como auténticos constructores de la paz, se esfuerzan por instaurarla y rehacerla. Movidos por este mismo
espiritu, no podemos menos de alabar a quienes, renunciando a toda intervencion violenta en la defensa de sus derechos,
recurren a aquellos medios de defensa que estan incluso al alcance de los méas débiles, con tal de que esto pueda hacerse sin
lesionar los derechos y los deberes de otras personas o de la misma comunidad.
