From a sermon On Pastors by Saint Augustine, bishop
(Sermo 46,13: CCL 41, 539-540)

On weak Christians

You have failed to strengthen the weak, says the Lord. He is speaking to wicked shepherds, false shepherds, shepherds who seek
their own concerns and not those of Christ. They enjoy the bounty of milk and wool, but they take no care at all of the sheep,
and they make no effort to heal those who are ill. | think there is a difference between one who is weak (that is, not strong) and
one who is ill, although we often say that the weak are also suffering from illness.

My brothers, when | try to make that distinction, perhaps | could do it better and with greater precision, or perhaps someone
with more experience and insight could do so. But when it comes to the words of Scripture, | say what | think so that in the
meantime you will not be deprived of all profit. In the case of the weak sheep, it is to be feared that the temptation, when it
comes, may break him. The sick person, however, is already ill by reason of some illicit desire or other, and this is keeping him
from entering God’s path and submitting to Christ’s yoke.

There are men who want to live a good life and have already decided to do so, but are not capable of bearing sufferings even
though they are ready to do good. Now it is a part of the Christian’s strength not only to do good works but also to endure evil.
Weak men are those who appear to be zealous in doing good works but are unwilling or unable to endure the sufferings that
threaten. Lovers of the world, however, who are kept from good works by some evil desire, lie sick and listless, and it is this
sickness that deprives them of any strength to accomplish good works.

The paralytic was like that. When his bearers could not bring him in to the Lord, they opened the roof and lowered him down to
the feet of Christ. Perhaps you wish to do this in spirit: to open the roof and to lower a paralytic soul down to the Lord. All its
limbs are lifeless, it is empty of every good work, burdened with its sins, and weak from the illness brought on by its evil desires.
Since all its limbs are helpless, and the paralysis is interior, you cannot come to the physician. But perhaps the physician is
himself concealed within; for the true understanding of Scripture is hidden. Reveal therefore what is hidden, and thus you will
open the roof and lower the paralytic to the feet of Christ.

As for those who fail to do this and those who are negligent, you have heard what was said to them: You have failed to heal the
sick; you have failed to bind up what was broken. Of this we have already spoken. Man was broken by terrible temptations. But
there is at hand a consolation that will bind what was broken: God is faithful. He does not allow you to be tempted beyond your
strength, but with the temptation he will also provide the way of escape, that you may be able to endure it. 3

LOS CRISTIANOS DEBILES

No fortalecéis a las ovejas débiles, dice el Sefor. Se lo dice a los malos pastores, a los pastores falsos, a los que buscan su
interés y no el de Jesucristo, que se aprovechan de la leche y la lana de las ovejas, mientras no se preocupan de ellas ni piensan
en fortalecer su salud. Pues me parece que hay alguna diferencia en estar débil, o sea, no firme —ya que son débiles los que
padecen alguna enfermedad—, y estar propiamente enfermo, o sea, con mala salud. Desde luego que estas ideas que nos
estamos esforzando en distinguir las podriamos precisar, por nuestra parte, con mayor diligencia, y por supuesto que lo haria
mejor cualquier otro que supiera mas o fuera mas fervoroso; pero, de momento, y para que no os sintais defraudados, voy a
deciros lo que siento, como comentario a las palabras de la Escritura. Es muy de temer que al que se encuentra débil no le
sobrevenga una tentacién y le desmorone. Por su parte, el que estd enfermo es ya esclavo de algun deseo que le esta
impidiendo entrar por el camino de Dios y someterse al yugo de Cristo. Pensad en esos hombres que quieren vivir bien, que han
determinado ya vivir bien, pero que no se hallan tan dispuestos a sufrir males, como estan preparados a obrar el bien. Sin
embargo, la buena salud de un cristiano le debe llevar no sélo a realizar el bien, sino también a soportar el mal. De manera que
aquellos que dan la impresion de fervor en las buenas obras, pero que no se hallan dispuestos o no son capaces de sufrir los
males que se les echan encima, son en realidad débiles.

Y aquellos que aman el mundo y que por algin mal deseo se alejan de las buenas obras, éstos estan delicados y enfermos,
puesto que, por obra de su misma enfermedad, y como si se hallaran sin fuerza alguna, son incapaces de ninguna obra buena.
En tal disposicion interior se encontraba aquel paralitico al que, como sus portadores no podian introducirle ante la presencia
del Sefior, hicieron un agujero en el techo, y por alli lo descolgaron. Es decir, para conseguir lo mismo en lo espiritual, tienes que
abrir efectivamente el techo y poner en la presencia del Sefior el alma paralitica, privada de la movilidad de sus miembros y
desprovista de cualquier obra buena, gravada ademas por sus pecados y languideciendo a causa del morbo de su
concupiscencia. Si, efectivamente, se ha alterado el uso de todos sus miembros y hay una auténtica paralisis interior, si es que
quieres llegar hasta el médico —quizas el médico se halla oculto, dentro de ti: este sentido verdadero se halla oculto en la
Escritura—, tienes que abrir el techo y depositar en presencia del Sefior al paralitico, dejando a la vista lo que estd oculto. En
cuanto a los que no hacen nada de esto y descuidan hacerlo, ya habéis oido las palabras que les dirige el Sefior: No curadis a las
enfermas, ni vendais sus heridas; ya lo hemos comentado. Se hallaba herida por el miedo a la prueba. Habia algo para vendar
aquella herida; estaba aquel consuelo: Fiel es Dios, y no permitird él que la prueba supere vuestras fuerzas. No, para que sea
posible resistir, con la prueba dara también la salida. 9
