Dear Friends,

II. GOD REVEAL HIS NAME

“A God merciful and Gracious”

Today we explore the dynamic relationship between God and Moses following the
grievous sin of the Israelites, who turned away from the Lord to worship the golden calf.
Despite the people’s unfaithfulness, God hears Moses' heartfelt intercession and
graciously agrees to remain among them, a testament to His unyielding love and
commitment to His people.

When Moses earnestly requests to see God's glory, the Lord responds with a remarkable
declaration: “I will make all my goodness pass before you, and will proclaim before you
my name, 'the LORD' (YHWH).” As God reveals Himself, He proclaims His nature:
“YHWH, YHWH, a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and abounding in
steadfast love and faithfulness.” This revelation underscores the essence of God's
character as one who forgives and extends grace, prompting Moses to recognize the
Lord as a forgiving God.

Moreover, the divine name "I Am" or "He Is" encapsulates the unwavering faithfulness of
God. Despite the sins and shortcomings of humanity, which deserve punishment, God
maintains His "steadfast love for thousands." This enduring commitment is vividly
illustrated in His willingness to sacrifice His own Son for the redemption of humanity,
revealing that He is "rich in mercy."

Through His sacrifice, Jesus embodies this divine name, affirming His identity and
mission. As He states, “When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will realize
that 'I AM.'” This connection illustrates the depth of God’s love and the lengths to which
He will go to free His people from sin.

II. DIOS REVELA SU NOMBRE

“Un Dios Misericordioso y Lleno de Gracia”

Hoy exploramos la dinámica relación entre Dios y Moisés tras el grave pecado de los
israelitas, quienes se apartaron del Señor para adorar al becerro de oro. A pesar de la
infidelidad del pueblo, Dios escucha la sincera intercesión de Moisés y acepta con gracia
permanecer entre ellos, lo que demuestra Su amor inquebrantable y compromiso con Su
pueblo.

Cuando Moisés solicita con fervor ver la gloria de Dios, el Señor responde con una
declaración notable: “Haré pasar toda mi bondad delante de ti, y proclamaré ante ti mi
nombre, 'el SEÑOR' (YHWH).” Al revelarse, Dios proclama Su naturaleza: “YHWH,
YHWH, un Dios misericordioso y lleno de gracia, lento para la ira y abundante en amor
leal y fidelidad.” Esta revelación subraya la esencia del carácter de Dios como aquel que
perdona y extiende gracia, lo que lleva a Moisés a reconocer al Señor como un Dios
perdonador.

Además, el nombre divino "Yo Soy" encapsula la fidelidad inquebrantable de Dios. A
pesar de los pecados y las imperfecciones de la humanidad, que merecen castigo, Dios
mantiene Su "amor leal por miles." Este compromiso duradero se ilustra vívidamente en
Su disposición a sacrificar a Su propio Hijo para la redención de la humanidad, revelando
que es "rico en misericordia."

A través de Su sacrificio, Jesús encarna este nombre divino, afirmando Su identidad y
misión. Como Él dice: “Cuando hayáis levantado al Hijo del Hombre, entonces
conoceréis que 'YO SOY.'” Esta conexión ilustra la profundidad del amor de Dios y la
magnitud de Su esfuerzo por liberar a Su pueblo del pecado.
